Here is a problem we went over in class today:

Rachel practiced 1/2 of an hour on Monday, 1/3 of an hour on Tuesday, 1/4 of an hour on both Wednesday and Thursday , and 1/2 of an hour on Friday.  Find out how many minutes she practiced each day, and then add to find how many minutes she practiced in all this week.

The tendency for a student is to see the fractions and then want to answer quickly by adding.  But the problem tells the student exactly what to do:  find out how many minutest she practiced EACH day and THEN add to find how many minutes she practiced in all this week.  A trick to mastering word problems is to read through the problem a couple of times and try to understand what exactly is being asked for.  The second trick is to keep good accounting.
