Dear Parents,

This week we are working on understanding and manipulating the formula's for circles.  

Pi is defined as the ratio of any circumference to its diameter.

Radius is defined as a straight line from a circles center to an edge.

Diameter is defined as a line from one edge of a circle through a center to the other edge of a circle, and is also defined as 2*radius.

For every circle problem have your student write the following:

r =

d=

A = pi*r2
C = pi*d

This method will help them internalize the relationship between radius and diameter without getting confused, as well as help them memorize the formulas for area and circumference.
