Homework 1, Week 1

Dear Parents,

Our usual homework assignment will be as follows from the student Math U See Epsilon Workbook:

1A, 1B, 1D, 1E and then later in the week, Test 1

Your student will remember the assignment BETTER, if they do one or at most two pages a day, rather than waiting until Sunday night and cramming.

I recommend the following:

Monday night – 1A, 3’s math facts

Tuesday – 1B

Thursday 1D, 3’s math facts

Friday – 1E, 3’s math facts

Saturday – Test 1

I expect each student to write out the multiplication facts for the number at least three times each week.  This week, the Number of the Week is 3.  So three times (or more) this week I would expect the student to write out the following:

3, 6,  9, 12, 15, 18, 21, 24, 27, 30, 33, 36, 39

Then, have your student say the pattern backwards.

Turn over the paper and have your student say the 3 pattern forwards and backwards.

We are working to achieve mathematical fluency.  All math classes are MUCH easier for students to learn, if they have “hard wired” math facts, so that they spend their brain energy on learning a new topic.
