Homework 5,  Week 5
Dear Parents,

This week we are working on adding and subtracting fractions w/unequal denominators using the Rule of Four.  This important technique will help students well into Algebra 2, with much more difficult problems and is important to master.
Homework:

6A, 6B, 6D, 6E and then later in the week, Test 6
CHALLENGE PROBLEM

In class this week, we tried a complex mental math problem that brings in outside context.  A good challenge would be to have your student come up with a simple 3 or 4 step mental math problem for class that brings in outside information.  

Here is the harder example we used in class:

1) Start with the number of United States,

2) Add a dozen

3) Subtract the number of Supreme Court Justices

4) Add the number of weeks in a Fortnight

5) Divide your answer by 11

Answer: 5
Number of the Week:  8
Three times (or more) this week I would expect the student to write out the following:

8, 16, 24, 32, 40
48, 56, 64, 72, 80

88, 96, 104

Have your student say the pattern forwards and backwards.

Turn over the paper and have your student say the 8 number pattern forwards and backwards without looking.
