Homework 6,  Week 6
Dear Parents,

This week we are comparing fractions w/unequal denominators using the Rule of Four.  
Homework:

7A, 7B, 7D, 7E and then later in the week, Test 7
Number of the Week:  9
Three times (or more) this week I would expect the student to write out the following:

9, 18, 27, 36, 45, 54, 63, 72, 81, 90, 99, 108, 117
Notice that the individual digits for each 9x add up to 9 or a multiple of 9. 

Example:

3 x 9 = 27,       2 + 7 = 9

Also notice that 9s are easy because the one's place decreases by one number every time.

Have your student say the pattern forwards and backwards.

Turn over the paper and have your student say the 9 number pattern forwards and backwards without looking.
If your student is motivated to play more games in class, have them practice their Multiplication Tables at home!!  As students pass the Times Table Challenge, they get to spend that time playing games!!
