Homework 7,  Week 7
Dear Parents,

This week we are adding three fractions w/unequal denominators using three different methods.   

Some students are able to handle learning three different methods in one week well, some have an easier time concentrating on just one method for solving these problems.  If you can see that it's too much for your student to use all three methods in one week, don't sweat it, and let them use Method 1 (or their method of choice) for ALL of their homework problems.
Homework:

8A, 8B, 8D, 8E and then later in the week, Test 8
Number of the Week:  11
Three times (or more) this week I would expect the student to write out the following:

11, 22, 33, 44, 55, 66, 77, 88, 99, 110, 121, 132, 143
Have your student say the pattern forwards and backwards.

Turn over the paper and have your student say the 11 number pattern forwards and backwards without looking.
If you haven't given the card game 99 a try at home, give it a whirl.  Over time, your student will really get more proficient at adding and subtracting in their heads, which will only benefit them as they move on to Algebra and above.
