Week 12
Dear Parents,

This week we are learning a second way to reduce fraction called Prime Factorization.  Understanding this concept will actually help with some problems on the SAT, too!
Here is an example of a Prime Factorization:



28

                                   /    \

                                 4 x    7 - (7 is prime circle it)

                                /  \

                               2 x 2  (2's are both prime, circle them)

So 28 = 2*2*7

Say we have the fraction 28/36 and we want to reduce using prime factorization:

28 = 2*2*7             
36 = 2*2*3*3

Both sets of 2/2=1 cancel leaving

7        =  7

3*3        9

Homework:

13A, 13B, 13D, 13E and then later in the week, Test 13
Number of the Week:  8
Three times (or more) this week I would expect the student to write out the following:

8, 16, 24, 32, 40
48, 56, 64, 72, 80

88, 96, 104

Have your student say the pattern forwards and backwards.

Turn over the paper and have your student say the number pattern forwards and backwards without looking.
