Dear Parents,

It came to my attention this last week, that most students hadn't taken the practice test for Unit II, which would have helped many of the students be better prepared for the test.  So to encourage more reading of the homework assignments, I am going to attaching in-class kid-bonuses which you will only learn by reading to the end of this assignment.
This week we learned to combine an improper fraction with a whole numbers.  Students need to convert improper fractions to a mixed number and then add to the first whole number.

Homework, as usual, is:

18A,B,D and E

If your student hasn't passed the Times Table Challenge, I would recommend printing off practice Multiplication Tables from the website and practicing at least 2x during the week.

Also, if you notice a line they are having difficulty with--say 6s, then have them write them out:

6,12, 18, 24, 30

36, 42, 48, 54, 60

66, 72, 78

Say them forwards and backwards.  Flip over the paper and then without looking, say them forwards and backwards again just before taking the Multiplication Test.
