This week we worked on borrowing from a whole number, turning the whole number into a fraction and adding it to the top number in a mixed-number subtraction problem.  We also worked on what is most likely their first exposure to unit conversions.

Homework, as usual, is:

19A,B,D and E

If your student hasn't passed the Times Table Challenge, I would recommend printing off practice Multiplication Tables from the website and practicing at least 2x during the week.

Also, if you notice a line they are having difficulty with--say 6s, then have them write them out:

6,12, 18, 24, 30

36, 42, 48, 54, 60

66, 72, 78

Say them forwards and backwards.  Flip over the paper and then without looking, say them forwards and backwards again just before taking the Multiplication Test.
